• Long Acting Beta Agonist (LABA) of Choice = Foradil 
(Formoterol) 

 
• Orders for Serevent or Brovana will be automatically 

substituted to Foradil at an equivalent dose. 
 

• Exelon Patches (Rivastigmine) have been added to 
formulary and are now available. 

 
• Nifrerex Forte has been added to formulary and is now 

available. 
 

• Tekturna (Aliskiren) has been added to formulary and is 
now available. 

 
• Azilect (Rasagiline) has been added to formulary and is 

now available. 
 

• Neulasta (Pegfilgrastim) has been restricted to pediatric 
oncology patients and special circumstance adult 
patients. 

 
• IV Haloperidol has been restricted to telemetry beds due 

to reports of QT prolongation and torsades de pointes at 
high doses. 

 
• Procrit will only be given to oncology patients with 

Hgb<10 or Hct <30 with exceptions meeting ASCO 
guidelines allowed.

In mid December 2007, the Medical Emergency Team (MET) went ‘live’ at SWFRMC and GCH. Through the end of February, there have been a total of
125 MET calls, 114 at SWFRMC.

The MET data tells the success story best. Of all the patients consulted by the MET through February 29, 2008, only 40% required transfer to an
intensive care unit and 2% were transferred to a progressive care unit. The remaining 58% of patients remained on their current inpatient nursing unit,
7% of which decided, in conjunction with their family members and physician, to change to a DNR status. What does this mean?? This data indicates
that our MET is preventing unnecessary transfers to the intensive care units, and patients are getting the higher level of care that they need before their
clinical situation progresses to an emergency situation, such as cardiac or respiratory arrest.

Our data demonstrates that 61% of the MET calls are initiated due to the nursing staff’s intuition that something is ‘not quite right’ with the patient. It is
the expert nurse that is able to recognize this initial subtle change in patient status and activate the necessary resources to “treat the spark before it
becomes a forest fire.” With the consultation of the MET, the nurses on the med/surg units become part of the MET and are able to collaborate with the
other team members, (the ICU nurse, the Respiratory Therapist, and the Administrative Supervisor) so that a higher level of care is brought to the
patient at the bedside, thus fostering our goal of ‘Critical Care without Walls.’ As a result, we have seen a significant decrease in the number of Code
Blue calls that have occurred on the med/surg units over the last 3 months. For example, in January 2007, there were more than 20 Code Blue calls on
med/surg units at SWFRMC; in January 2008, there were only 2 Code Blue calls on these units! Through this partnership, we are truly saving lives!!

Most recently, we have added a Physician Assistant or Advanced Registered Nurse Practitioner to our MET. This will help to facilitate the provision of necessary
orders to further treat the patient, in conjunction with the primary physician. We will also begin analyzing the financial impact of our MET.
