Lee Memorial Health System recently announced plans to go completely tobacco
free at all of our hospitals, as well as leased and owned properties, such as
physician offices, business offices and outpatient centers.

Our System plans to be tobacco free at all of our locations effective Nov. 19,
2009, which coincides with the Great American Smoke-Out sponsored by the
American Cancer Society.

Lee Memorial Health System will be joining more than 1,082 U.S. hospitals and
health systems that have also decided to go tobacco free at their facilities. More
than 70 other Florida hospitals and health systems have already gone tobacco
free, including Charlotte Regional Medical Center, Moffitt Cancer Center, Baptist
Hospital of Miami, all Orlando area hospitals and Baptist Health in Jacksonville.
We are also pleased that other community organizations in the Lee County area
are considering going tobacco free in November, as well.

With so many health risks associated with tobacco use, we felt we should set the
example of a healthy work environment, especially in our role as caregivers in
our community. Our goal is to create a healthier environment at all of our
facilities for patients, visitors, employees and physicians.

We are offering various programs to assist with the transition to a tobacco free
environment and are working closely with some of the other organizations who
have had success with implementing this new policy. As we move toward Nov.
19, we will be sharing more information with our patients, physicians, staff and
the community.
